The Boy Scouts of America crack down on bullying
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In order to move up in the ranks, and earn additional badges, Boy Scouts are now required to learn about bullying and how to handle the problem.

It's all spelled out in the new 2008 edition of the Boy Scout Handbook.  

Joseph Daniszewski is scout executive for the Catalina Council Boy Scouts of America.

"We need to do a better job of giving our young people the tools, because if there's one incident where a child's been bullied, molested, or hurt, that's one too many," Daniszewski says.

That's why the 2008 edition of the Boy Scout Handbook now requires the young men to learn the importance of the buddy system, or looking after one another, and how to respond to a bully.

Daniszweski says, "We're incorporating these requirements into the handbook to really help the young people to really learn how to safeguard their personal safety."

Thirteen-year-old Sam Winsten says he hasn't been bullied, but understands that it's a reality for many kids, "there are some people that like to take out their anger on other people and it's a horrible reality, but it happens."

 Fifteen-year-old Greg Spell says, "I've learned specifically how to deal with intra troop bullying, how to make it so you know not who to pair together and teach the boys just to walk away." 
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
