Three boys were booked on suspicion of bullying or kicking red-haired students at a middle school when a ''Kick a Ginger Day'' prank inspired by a ''South Park'' episode got out of hand, the authorities in Los Angeles said. A 13-year-old boy was detained last week for investigation of threatening to inflict injury by means of electronic communication -- essentially, cyberbullying. Two 12-year-olds were booked for battery on school property, a Los Angeles County sheriff's spokesman, Steve Whitmore, said. Four girls and three boys reported that schoolmates shoved or kicked them on Nov. 20 at A. E. Wright Middle School in Calabasas, a suburb of Los Angeles.
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
