Massachusetts: Not-Guilty Pleas in Bullying

Lawyers entered pleas of not guilty Tuesday for three students who face charges related to the bullying of Phoebe Prince, a 15-year-old student at South Hadley High School who committed suicide. Sean Mulveyhill, 17, and Kayla Narey, 17, are charged with violation of civil rights, criminal harassment and disruption of a school assembly, all felonies. Mr. Mulveyhill and Austin Renaud, 18, are charged with statutory rape. The students did not appear in court on Tuesday. Prosecutors said Ms. Prince was subjected to relentless taunts and physical threats before she killed herself on Jan. 14. Three other students will appear in court on Thursday to face felony charges.
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
